Reference Prices for Ancillary Services 

 
 
 
This statement is issued in response to Schedule 3, Sections 4.1(a)(i) and 6.2(b) of the 
Open Access Regime, regarding the publication of Reference Prices and pricing 
principles for Ancillary Services at San Juan Cruise Port. 
 
San Juan Cruise Port currently provides only one Ancillary Service within the meaning 
of Schedule 3: potable water supply to Cruise Line Vessels. 
 
Total water charges shall be comprised of the pass-through cost of the water served as 
billed (per cubic meter — or such other billing unit that may be used at the time by the 
Puerto Rico Aqueduct and Sewer Authority — plus any fixed charges imposed by the 
Water Authority attributable to the Cruise Line Vessel), together with an administrative 
charge per connector not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the water billed.
